Featured speaker, Victor Stone, Esq. 



Victor Stone is a graduate of Harvard Law School who clerked for a federal judge 
and began his career as a federal prosecutor. He has handled dozens of federal 
jury trials, appeals, and Supreme Court cases during his decades at the U.S. 
Department of Justice.  
 

Victor has prosecuted illegal immigrant workers, briefed detained immigrant issues 
in United States Supreme Court cases, prosecuted employers of illegal immigrant 
workers, as a United States Immigration Judge handled dozens of cases of 
Marielito Cubans admitted by President Carter, and ruled on other illegal 
immigrant releases as a Special Parole Executive.  
 

He has served as General Counsel to the D.C. Corrections Trustee, Chief 
Counsel to the Foreign Terrorist Tracking Task Force, Legal Counsel to the 
Federal Witness Security Program, represented the United States at the Council 
of Europe, and trained domestic and foreign law enforcement officials. Victor is 
currently Appellate Division Chief for the Maryland Crime Victims' Resource 
Center and has argued cases on behalf of crime victims at all levels of the 
Maryland courts.  
 

At our Club meeting, Victor will especially address the current domestic 
immigration situation in Maryland and elsewhere.

Hello James, 
 

At the February N Club meeting, I think we may get a good look into 
immigration issues and the status of criminal victims in Prince 
George's County and elsewhere in Maryland. Maryland politicians, 
like Senator Van Hollen and Angela Alsobrooks, have been vocal 
and prominent in their public statements on these issues about 
immigration issues in the state and nation as well. In a recent 
newsletter, Senator Alsobrooks opined: 
 

I know you’ve watched in horror, just as I have, the absolute lawlessness of 
these ICE agents who have been harassing, harming and even killing 
Americans. We have seen the murder of Alex Pretti, a Minneapolis ICU 
nurse, at the hands of these people. We have seen the murder of Renée 
Good, a mother. 

 

Was she watching the same video on social media as the rest of us 
were? I wrote her back this way... 
 



The horror you were watching seems to different from what me and others 
were seeing on the news. For example, in the full, unedited version of the 
incidents, what I saw were ICE agents actually "enforcing" the laws, when 
Pretti and Good interfered in a violent, opposing manner. So, how could 
you call the actions of the ICE agents as somehow "absolute lawlessness." 
 

And don't the videos who that Pretti and Goode were the ones "harrassing, 
harming and even trying to kill the Americans" who were acting as ICE 
agents in their lawful duties in the situation? 
 

Hopefully, Victor Stone will help us sort out these divergent views 
and perspectives involved in how ICE is enforcing immigration laws 
with illegal aliens in Maryland.
